KruSovice Pilsner ...$5.50
Brewed following a recipe from 1517, and using superior Czech pilsner malt, natural spring water
from the Kfivoklat Woods and classic Saaz hops. Served in an official half liter Krusovice glass.
5.0% abv.

Left Hand Milk Stout ...$6.50
Brewed in Longmont, Colorado this brew has a sweet side. Pouring a dark brown with a dark head, it
features roasted malts with notes of caramel and coffee. The addition of milk sugars give the finish a smooth
sweet taste. Served in a pint glass. 5.2% abv.

Smuttynose IPA...$5.50
Brewed in Portsmouth, New Hampshire this IPA is self touted as “Finestkind”. Pouring a light copper
with a thin white head, it features a floral nose with hints of citrus hops. The finish is smooth with a slight
bitterness from the pale malts. As the brewers from Smuttynose say, “Make mine a smutty!” Served in a pint
glass. 6.9% abv.

Troegs Nugget Nectar...$6.25
Brewed in Harrisburg, Pennsylvania nugget nectar has taken amber lagers to the next level. Pouring
a light reddish color, this imperial amber lager has a grapefruit and citrus taste up front that mellows out with
a smooth, crisp finish. Grab some sweet nectar before it's gone. Served in a pint glass. 7.5% abv.

Stoudt's American Pale Ale...$6.25
Brewed in Adamstown, Pennsylvania, this brew is a great session beer. Pouring a light golden
amber, it features a grassy aroma with notes of bitter hops. The bitterness follows through on the finish with
semi-sweet malts. Served in a pint glass. 5.0% abv.

Bear Republic Heritage ...$6.50
Brewed in Healdsburg, California this Scottish wee heavy ale has never been bottled, and rarely
seen in this area. Pouring a reddish amber, it features hints of cherry and figs with a malty sweetness of
honey. The malt follows through on the finish with a slight hop bitterness. Grab a glass of this limited treat!
Served in a pint glass. 8.1% abv.

Green Flash Hophead Red ...$6.50
Brewed in Vista, California this American Amber/Red style beer pours a hazy copper. It features
hints ofsweet caramel and brown sugar with notes of pine and citrus. The finish brings a lingering hop
bitterness. Served in a pint glass. 6.4% abv.

Bell's Best Brown Ale...$5.25
Brewed in Comstock, Michigan this beer is a smooth drink. Pouring a deep amber brown, it features
toasted malts with a hint of brown sugar and caramel. The finish is slightly bitter to balance out the sweet
upfront taste. Served in a pint glass. 5.8% abv.
